                  Steinke showed a map of the parcel  and explained  that if the land is acquired  the State 

stipulation is that it must be used for non active  open space and it should not attract people 
with pets due to its proximity to the Merritt Parkway.  Since it has been open to public 
trespass since 1937 when  it was acquired by the State for highway purposes,   there  are 
years  of  debris that has been  dumped  by anybody  & everybody.  As a result, a soil test is 
necessary.  If acquired the Conservation  Department  would clean up the area and build a 
fence including one between the property and the Merritt parkway right of way to deter 
people from going there.  After that, he said the maintenance  would be minimal  financially.  
If a soil report  indicated very bad contamination,   the  offer should be refused.  

 
                   Motion by Chair to recommend   the First Selectman’s  office  accept  the DOT 2021  
                   Cross Highway  property  contingent  on a  satisfactory soil sampling.  Unanimous.
